Sdruieni automobilového primyslu zemi V4 vyzyvaji instituce EU, aby pfijaly ambiciézni,
ale soucasné realistické cile tykajici se emisi CO, pro nova osobni vozidla a lehka uzitkova
vozidla po roce 2020. Vzhledem k tomu, Ze pfechod na Cistou mobilitu vyZzaduje vice neiz
vyrobu méné zneéistujicich vozidel, vyzyvame nase vladdy a instituce EU, aby zavedly
a udrzovaly integrovany pfistup k budouci politice v oblasti emisi CO, a Cisté mobilité se
Sirokym spektrem podplrnych opatfeni. Zavedeni dostatecné infrastruktury alternativnich
paliv je jednim z hlavnich pfedpokladl realistického ptijeti trhem.

Radi bychom znovu ptipomenuli, Ze automobilovy primysl do znacné miry ptispivd k HDP,
vyvozu a zaméstnanosti zemi V4. Nicméné bude v nadchdzejicich letech ¢elit mnoha vyzvdm,
vietné prechodu na Cistou mobilitu. Jakakoli nova regulace, ktera se dotyka automobilového
sektoru, tak musi brat v Gvahu vySe uvedené skuteénosti, nebot by mohla mit vyznamny
dopad na konkurenceschopnost, riist a zaméstnanost nejen ve stfedoevropském regionu, ale
také v celé EU.

Jsme plné odhodlani pokracovat v dekarbonizaci dopravy a v dlsledku toho vitame
a podporujeme vSechny uGcinné a ekonomicky realizovatelné zplsoby snizovani emisi CO,
u silniénich vozidel. Radi bychom zdlraznili, Ze primérné emise CO, novych automobild v EU
se od roku 2005 jiZ snizily 0 28 % a do roku 2021 by tato snizeni méla Cinit 42 %.

Domnivame se vS$ak, Ze navrh natizeni predloZzeny Komisi', kterym se stanovi vykonnostni
emisni normy pro nové osobni automobily a nova lehka uzitkovda vozidla, neni plné
technologicky neutrdlni a maze ztizit plynuly, nakladové efektivni a socidlné prijatelny
pfechod na nizkoemisni mobilitu.

Abychom umoznili takovy prechod, vyzyvame instituce EU, aby se soustfedily pouze na cil
pro rok 2030 a aby byl tento cil realisticky, tj. aby byl stanoven na drovni 20 %. JelikoZ cilové
limity emisi nebudou vyrobclm zndmy do roku 2022, dodatecny cil v roce 2025 jim nedava
dostatecny ¢asovy prostor ani nezohledriuje realitu trhu. To by se mélo odrazit i v navrhované
referencni hodnoté pro vozidla s nulovymi a nizkymi emisemi.

Dosazeni cill bude do znac¢né miry zdaviset na tom, jak zakaznici pfijmou vozidla
s alternativnimi pohony. Klicovou roli v této véci hraje infrastruktura pro alternativni paliva.
Nafizeni by proto mélo zahrnovat kondicionalitu, mechanismus umoZnujici pfizpisobeni cile
pro rok 2030 trzni realité.

Soucasné je tfeba ptijeti usnadnit podplrnymi opatfenimi vlad a EU.

Zavérem zdUrazniujeme, Ze udrZeni konkurenceschopnosti odvétvi do budoucna vyZaduje
spolupréaci viech zainteresovanych subjektd, at jiz ze soukromého, éi vefejného sektoru.
Kromé toho se tato spoluprdce nemlzZe omezit pouze na jednu zemi, ale méla by vychdazet také
z tradice a silnych stranek regionu V4 v automobilovém primyslu a v EU jako celku.
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! Navrh nafizeni ze dne 8. listopadu stanovujici cile tykajicich se emisi CO, na urovni -15 % pro rok 2025 a -30 % pro rok 2030 ve srovnani s
rokem 2021, s referenénim systémem, ktery by odménil vyrobce za urcity podil vozidel s nulovymi a nizkymi emisemi (ZLEV) (nejméné 15 %
do roku 2025 a 30 % do roku 2030), pficemz definuje ZLEV jako vozidlo s méné neZ 50 g CO,/km (WLTP) a pocita pouze Cisté BEV jako jedno
vozidlo, zatimco vozidla mezi 0 a 50 g CO,/km se poditaji jako méné neZ jeden kus
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Automotive Industry Associations of the V4 countries call on the EU co-legislators to adopt
ambitious, but at the same time realistic post-2020 CO, targets for new passenger cars and
light commercial vehicles. Pointing out the fact that transition to clean mobility requires
more than producing cleaner vehicles, we call on our respective governments and the EU
institutions to introduce and keep an integrated approach to future CO, policy and clean
mobility with broad spectrum of support measures. Deployment of sufficient alternative
fuels infrastructure being one of the main prerequisites of realistic market uptake.

We would like to reiterate that the automotive industry contributes largely to the GDP, export
and employment of the V4 countries. However, it is to face many challenges in the years to
come, including transition to clean mobility. Any new regulation affecting the automotive
sector thus has to take the above into consideration since it might have significant
implications for competitiveness, growth and jobs in the Central European region, but also in
the EU as a whole.

We are fully committed to the ongoing decarbonisation of transport and consequently
welcome and support all efficient and economically viable ways to reduce CO, emissions from
road vehicles. We would like to stress that so far the average CO, emissions of new cars in the
EU have been already reduced by 28% since 2005 and by the year 2021 those reductions
should amount to 42%.

We believe, however, that the draft Regulation setting emission performance standards for
new passenger cars and for new light commercial vehicles as proposed by the Commission? is
not fully technologically neutral and might restrict a smooth, cost-efficient and socially
acceptable transition to low emission mobility.

To allow for this kind of transition we urge the co-legislators to focus on the 2030 target only
and to make it realistic, i.e. to set it at the level of 20%. As the specific emission targets
won’'t be known to manufacturers till 2022, an additional target in 2025 does not give them
enough lead time, neither takes into account the reality of the market. The latter should be
also reflected in the proposed benchmark for zero and low-emission vehicles.

Achieving the targets will depend to a large extent on customer uptake of vehicles with
alternative powertrains and the availability of alternative fuels infrastructure plays a crucial
role. The draft proposal should therefore include a conditionality mechanism allowing
adaptation of the 2030 target to the market reality.

At the same time, the uptake needs to be underpinned by support measures of the
governments and the EU.

Finally, we wunderline that keeping the industry competitive for the future requires
cooperation of all actors involved, be it from private or public sector. Furthermore, this
cooperation cannot be limited to a single country, but should also build on the tradition and
strengths of the V4 region in the automotive sector and the EU as a whole.
